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The School of Humanities, Social and Education Sciences of the European University Cyprus
wishes to express its sincere gratitude to the External Evaluation Committee (EEC) for the
evaluation of the postgraduate programme Hellenic Studies (MA).

It is with great pleasure that we noted the positive report of the EEC. Moreover, the
recommendations made by the EEC in some areas were welcomed and gave us the
opportunity to improve our application as indicated in the points below, as well as the attached
documents

Please note that due to the fact, that the same recommendations appear in more than one
points in the External Evaluation Report, we have grouped our comments/improvements as
follows:

1. Conclusions and Suggestions of the EEC (p.12) / Programme of Study and
Higher Education Qualifications (p.7, pp.20-24: 2.1.6 /2.2.1) / Effectiveness of
teaching work (pp.16-19: 1.1.3.4 / 1.1.10/1.2)/Distance learning programmes
(pp.27-28: 5.7) / Final Remarks suggestions (p.30)

The EEC emphasised the fact that the structure and the content of the programme are
appropriate to achieving its objectives.

The EEC was impressed by the assessment system, criteria and educational activities
of the programme (p.18).

The recommendations of the EEC concerning learning outcomes/transferable skills
and employability, assessments methods and assignments, have been adopted and
incorporated into the curriculum and syllabi of the programme (Appendix I)

2. The EEC observed that the facilities of the Library (1.1.4.1) looked excellent. The
University has adopted the recommendation of the EEC (4.2.1/5.14).

3. The EEC positively underlined the fact that there is no equivalent MA programme in
Greece or Cyprus, where there is only undergraduate distance learning (p.24).

4. After the recommendation of the EEC (p.12) the programme literature has been
corrected.

5. Specific Details for the training opportunities provided for teaching personnel
(p-26, 4.2.7)

Taking into consideration the recommendation of the EEC, EUC has already increased
the numbers of hours the teaching personnel must attend, before they undertake a
distance-learning course, from five to ten hours of intensive training, with the following
structure:

1. Conceptual Clarifications: Distance Learning - eLearning - Open Education

2. The relationship between instructor and student in distance education

3. Creating e-Material for on line courses

4. Evaluation and feedback in distance learning

5. Using the Blackboard Platform



It should be noted that this training is additional to the training provided for all Teaching
Personnel (36 hours), which already includes distance learning and hybrid education.

In addition, there is a sample development of a Blackboard Course where all Teaching
Personnel, full-time as well as part-time, have access. Personal guidance in the form
of mentorship by the Unit Director is available, for those who face difficulties in
developing material or organizing videoconferencing.

Finally, regular meetings are organized with the Pedagogical Planning Team, aiming
at the interaction and enrichment and / or upgrading of activities and approaches.

6. Flexible options/adaptable to the personal needs or to the needs of students
with special needs (p.21)

The Special Needs policy followed by EUC is attached as Appendix Il.

This mandatory course focuses on the main historical developments in the Hellenic
world in the Middle Ages: the creation of the Eastern Roman Empire—Byzantium, the
main phases, the major events and the most significant personalities of Byzantine
history, and the Empire's main ideological and cultural feats. By focusing on selected
topics and concrete examples from Byzantium's long history, this course deepens and
broadens students' knowledge of Byzantine political history, ideology and culture.

Historic
milestones include the division of the Roman Empire to Eastern and Western parts in
the fourth century and the fall of the Western Empire in the fifth century; restoration of
the Empire under Justinian; the Iconoclasm; the reign of Basil the Macedonian and his
offspring; the Great Schism of 1054; the Crusades, the fall of Constantinople to the
Crusaders (1204) and its consequences; the state of Nicaea and the Palaiologan
restoration; the fall of Constantinople to the Ottomans.

Course Purpose and
Objectives

Through a series of case studies, this advance-level course provides a comprehensive
and deep overview of the political, social, religious and ideological consequences of
the catastrophe of 1204 and of the creation of a new world order on the remains of the
destroyed Byzantine Empire. The course will analyze the rise of two Byzantine rival
polities in Asia Minor and Epirus, their history, internal social and political structure,
ideological bases, policies they pursued, and their relations with the Latin states
formed on former Byzantine territory, headed by the new Latin Empire in
Constantinople. The main objective of the course is to enhance the understanding of
the causality and complexity of Byzantine history and the series of factors that
constituted the essence of Byzantium through a presentation of the set of historical
developments in triggered by the capture of Constantinople.

Learning Outcomes

Upon successful completion of this course, students should be able to:

e Identify the preconditions that enabled the capture of Constantinople and
destruction and division of the Empire.

o Appraise the internal tensions within Byzantine elite and the change in the
political system of the Empire that was governed by a network of relatives
throughout the late Byzantine period.

e Define and compare the developments of the two rival Byzantine states in Asia
Minor and Epirus, their internal structure and the policies they pursued.

¢ Identify the main Latin states created on territory of the Byzantine Empire and
their leaders.

relations with the West and the eventual conquering of the Empire by the
Ottomans.

Course Content

This course presents the development and history of Byzantine and Latin states
formed on the traditional Byzantine territories in the wake of the capture of
Constantinople and the dismemberment of the Empire by the Crusaders of the Fourth
Crusade in 1204. The course commences with that crucial event for the future of
Byzantium and the entire region of the Eastern Mediterranean, presenting its causes
and its consequences. The catastrophe of 1204 created a complex geopolitical
situation that represented a radical political discontinuity with the centuries of
uninterrupted historical development of the Byzantine Empire. The course follows the
path of the exiled Byzantine elite, the creation of two Byzantine states in Nicaea and
Epirus, their developments, political and ideological rivalry, the relations with the Latin
Empire in Constantinople and other Latin states created by the Crusaders. In a new
world order, with Byzantine ruling family maintaining power both in the Asia Minor and
in Europe, the course traces the brief dominance of the State of Epirus and the rise of
the Empire of Nicaea, the main political and intellectual figures in both Byzantine
states, the tensions among the Latin states organized in a hierarchical political system
with the Empire in Constantinople at its head, the role of Church of Rome in reshaping
the political landscape of the region, and the intensive diplomacy of both Nicaea and
Epirus toward the Bulgarians and the Serbs in the Balkans.

The first part of the course focuses on the establishment of the Greek State to the
period of Trikoupis reforms. It studies: a) the economic and social measures of the
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Ottonian monarchy (such as the agrarian question), b) the economic and political
priorities of Trikoupis (with emphasis on public projects, on foreign capital attraction
policies, on the banking system and on the raisin crisis), ¢) the social and economic
networking of the Greek Orthodox communities of the Ottoman Empire. The second
part of the course covers aspects of social and economic history starting from the social
reforms of Venizelos and the Asia Minor Catastrophe (1922) to the economic
reconstruction of Greece after the civil war (1946-1949). It studies: a) social policy
measures adopted in the period 1910-1932, b) the refugee issue, c) the financial crisis
of 1929-1932 period of the drachma devaluation and bankruptcy, d) the impairment of
economic activities after the beginning of the German Occupation (usurpation of
economies, hunger, black market and inflation).The third part of the course focuses on
economic affairs and social phenomena (such as immigration). It studies: a) the
economic growth period to the attachment of Greece to the European Economic
Community (1952 to 1979), b) the phenomenon of the internal and external migration,
c) the period of economic bliss until the country's accession to international financial
support mechanisms (2010).

Course Purpose and
Objectives

The course offers a broad discussion of the history of international relations from the
end of the Second World War until the end of the twentieth century. It is divided in four
modules. In the first module the various phases of the Cold War are examined: causes
and origins, ‘hot’ crises and ‘détente’ periods, the ‘second’ Cold War and the end of
the bipolar system. The second module discusses decolonization and the rise of the
Third World. In this context, the demise of the European empires in South Asia, Middle
East and Africa, the rise of new powers and the non-aligned movement are examined.
In the third module, the Palestinian Question from the establishment of the state of
Israel until the end of the twentieth century is discussed. The last module examines
European integration from the mid-1940s until the recent enlargement of the European
Union. In all cases, the seminar emphasizes Greece’s and Cyprus’ role and
participation in peripheral, European and international developments, which
influenced, and in many cases decided, the current global status of the two countries.

Course Content

This course presents the history of the modern Greek world from year 1453 (year of
the fall of Constantinople to the Ottomans) until nowadays. Milestones include the
economic, social and cultural activities of the Greeks under the Ottoman and Venetian
rule, the role of the Greek Orthodox Church, the activities of the Greek diaspora, the
formation of the Hellenic Politeia with loannis Kapodistrias acting as first Governor and
the establishment of the Greek state and its trajectory from the 19th to the 21st century.
By using historical sources, a number of issues will be examined: ideological attitude
of the Greeks against the two foreign rulers, administration issues, legal status of the
conquered, social structure (urban and rural), land tenure, taxation, economy and
trade, communities, culture, Ecumenical Patriarchate of Constantinople and the role of
the Orthodox Church, population movements and some of the revolutionary
movements. The course concludes by focusing on the Enlightenment period, the
following period of the Greek War of independence (1821-1829), the Kapodistrias'
administration period and the Greek state from the 19th to the 21st century. This course
puts emphasis on the story of the Greeks’ survival as subjects of the ottoman High
Porte and the venetian La Serenissima, as well as the story of the Greeks as
subjects/citizens of the Greek Kingdom/State.

This elective course is a course of specialization in the archaeological theory and
practice. After having been acquainted with many important archaeological facts in the
courses of the first two semesters, the student can now decisively deepen his or her
understanding, by focussing on the theoretical and methodological background of
archaeological knowledge. The starting point of the course is the realization that there
is no practice without a theory. Hence, everything we know about past human societies
is inevitably governed by certain theoretical views and preconceptions, reflected in our
statements and methodologies. Consequently, the course focusses on the theoretical,
epistemological and methodological background of archaeological research. It also
examines the historical roots of archaeology and its interaction with the historical,
political and ideological context of modern Western societies. The aim of the course is
to familiarize students with a series of very important theoretical and methodological
concepts and schools of thought. Although they may appear difficult at first glance,
these concepts are presented and explained in a clear and intelligible way. Since
theoretical debates in archaeology are closely related to similar debates in other sci-
entific fields, the course provides an essential background for comprehending how
human science works in general.

Through the
detailed examination of Classical and Hellenistic art and architecture, a deeply
humanistic culture is revealed, which paved the way for many crucial cultural achieve-
ments (e.g. philosophy, theatre, democracy), which are constituent parts of our modern
Western world.

Works of art (statues and vases) and architecture (temples, public
buildings and palaces) dominated large parts of a city, such as the acropolis, the agora,
and public places. Sanctuaries and cemeteries were also places to exhibit art and
architecture as signs of a man's authority, city's power and respect/thankfulness to the
Gods.

Effective management of heritage is dealt with as imperative today
and information about it is constantly increasing through written, artefact and
monument documentation, as well as recordings of traditional music, songs and dance.
The organization of this information, its presentation to the public and its accessibility
are of great concern and are covered as distinct topics. In the recent decades, all levels
of administration and political actors (local, regional, governmental, international and
profession-related) are involved with cultural and heritage management through small
or large-scale institutions, such as UNESCO, ministries and various non-governmental
organisations. Their objective is to utilise cultural documentation for cognitive,
informational, educational and other purposes. In this context, the course addresses
museums, libraries, schools and universities, research centres, heritage sites and
other cultural institutions with their distinctive roles, trajectories and objectives.
Considering the funded research projects, the related academic activities and
research, the funding/sponsorship bodies, cultural management strategies, laws and
ethics, the plethora and variety of events and festivals, the role of the media, the
Internet and the cyber world, it is beyond any doubt that cultural and heritage
management has attained a special status to be extensively discussed and examined
in this course. Particular issues that will be discusses are the notion and approaches
of cultural heritage, cultural and political development, management of cultural units,
the economy of culture, cultural communication - arts marketing, cultural policies and
strategies.

SPECIAL NEEDS

(Approved by the University Council on 5 May 2010)



POLICIES FOR STUDENTS WITH SPECIAL NEEDS

European University Cyprus, in the framework of maintaining high
quality in education, and in accordance to Law of Education of
Students with Special Needs and the relevant Regulations (O Mepi
Aywyng kal Eknaideuong Maidiwv pe EIdIkéG Avaykeg NOpog Tou
1999), (No. 113(I) of 1999), referred to as “The Law”, and
particularly Part VII article 51 of the Regulations, has formulated
the following policy for students with special needs:

1. General
The University offers students with special needs all the
opportunities for equality in terms of the education provided
and the guidance offered, so that students may develop their
potential to the maximum. This is done through the policy of
inclusion, where participation is promoted and support is
provided according to individual needs. The definition of
student with special needs is given in the definitions part of
the Law.

1.1. The Role of the Special Committee
A Special Committee is appointed by the University, to which
all students with special needs will be referred, and which will
confirm older or specify new recommendations according to
older recommendations of the District Committee (operating
at Ministry of Education and Culture in accordance with the
Law) or according to new examinations of the student, and
will coordinate the support of the students with special needs.

1.2 Procedure of ldentification

» Every student with special needs will report on the
application/registration form, where there is a relevant
question, upon application/registration.

» The Admissions Office will refer the student to the
Special Committee.

» The student fills in the Students with Special Needs
Form given out by the Admissions Office and kept by
the Special Committee, where s/he gives all necessary
information and documentation from previous support in
school.

» The Special Committee confirms to the Admissions
Office the special needs of the student and later
coordinates the support, including appropriate
information/ sensitization/training to the instructors and
other staff involved with the student.

When a new student is suspected of having special needs,
after agreement with the student, the Special Committee
examines the student’s case and defines his/her individual
needs.

Inclusion

Students with special needs participate in University activities
with the official program of studies and schedule of classes,
except when this is modified according to the student’s special
needs, as when the student is exempted from a course, owing
to the individual disability. Moreover, special new technology
is provided for support of the student, and individual learning
program is developed as much as possible (articles 52,55,56
of Regulations). A student with special needs has priority for
residence in a residence hall (article 54 of Regulations).

Examples of Special Needs and Possible Provisions
Short descriptions of common examples of special needs, with
possible provisions related to the ones listed in the
Regulations, Part VII articles 55 and 56 for support in learning
and Part VIII 61-68 for examination allowances, are as
follows:

Learning Disabilities

Included are "“Specific Learning Difficulties”, “Reading
Disability”, by some called “Dyslexia” and “Attention Deficit
Disorder”.

Central to the concept of Learning Disability (L.D.) is an
obvious difficulty in reading/reading comprehension and/or
Writing/written expression/spelling, and/or mathematical
thinking. Also central is the discrepancy between expected
achievement on the basis of intelligence (especially non-
verbal) and observed achievements in these scholastic
subjects.

In higher schooling and university education the disability is
mostly evidenced by obvious discrepancy between oral work
and other activities of the school and written achievement,
the latter usually being lower. It is often the case that
vocabulary and grammar may still be low, compared to other
students with similar capabilities.

Reading and/or writing problems may co-exist with attention
deficit disorder (A.D.D.), or the latter may be present alone.
A.D.D. involves a marked difficulty in concentration, which
prevents optimum learning, and, where hyperactivity is



present, the movement and reactions of this student may
disrupt the class.

2.1.1.

Support of Students with L.D. throughout
their Courses:

The lecturer may, according to the case, try as
much as possible to:

Help develop the personality of the student with
L.D. in spite of reading/studying/attention in class
etc. problems with the sensitivity of a person who
promotes the strongest aspects of a particular
student.

Encourage participation in class and other
activities of the student with the aim of helping to
develop the student’s self-esteem, but also work
in the way of motivating him/her for creative work
in the subject.

Repeat the question or give simpler words to
invite an answer.

Help the student, if possible, to understand the
main points of the presented material. This could
be done in class or in separate sessions with the
student.

Help, if possible, the student to create a structure
for his/her essays and other documents, on which
to build and elaborate towards a final text.

If necessary, and where possible, allow the use of
a tape recorder, so that the student might listen
to the class presentation again.

Avoid the student having to read out a text to the
class, if the student finds reading difficult. Avoid
comments on the student’s work in front of
others. Supportive and friendly connections might
help the student work more effectively.

Active involvement of the students in class/work
drawing on the strengths if group work (oral
instead of written work, strengthening of self-
esteem and relationships).

Avoid too much homework for this student, if
possible.

Ask the student, whenever possible, to sit
somewhere in class, so that the instructor can
easily help him/her when needed.

Discuss with the student (in private) the particular
needs. This may lead the lecturer to take
appropriate measures. This may include the



student’'s preferred study and examination
practices.

2.1.2. Possible Allowances during Examinations
It may be appropriate, according to the
recommendations of the Special Committee, and
which may also based on the District Committee’s
recommendations, to use any of the following:

= Allowance for extension of the time-limit,
according to the individual needs in special
situations.

» Reading and explanation of some words or
phrases provided this does not give clues as for
the answer.

= Oral examination or dictation of the answers to a
writer or a tape-recorder.

= Allowance of computer in the examination room
for use by a student whose writing is unintelligible
or very hard to read.

= Tolerance (exemption from reprimands) for poor
spelling/written expression/untidy presentation of
the examination paper (except where this is the
subject of examination).

» Allowance for a break during examination in case
of serious fatigue/difficulty to concentrate (this
time is allowed after the end of the examination
time-limit).

» Allowance to take the examination in a room
alone.

2.2 Hearing Impairment
With diagnosed serious difficulties in hearing, a student is
expected to have difficulty in scholastic learning, not only
because hearing is impaired, but also because development of
language (oral, written) is impaired, as is obvious in
vocabulary, grammar, pronunciation, verbal expression.

When sign-language is used, translation is needed in most
school activities. When oral or total language is used, serious
support is needed for the reception of the material, the
participation and most other activities.

The recommendation of the Special Committee, or the
recommendations of the District Committee and the obvious
needs of the student, may include any of the following:

Possible Practices to Support Students with
Hearing Impairment

Sensitive support for participation in activities,
creation of relationships with the other students
and development of a good self-esteem.

Help with the use of advanced technology of
hearing aids (might be necessary for the teacher
to wear one piece and the student the other).
Sound-proof room, where possible and sound
proof room of support, where such support is
used. Carpets and curtains minimize the sounds
of the class which are multiplied in intensity by
hearing aid.

Support in preparation in advance, or after class
presentations, so that the main points and the
structure of the presentation are taken in by the
student.

Support in class, so that the student with hearing
impairment has better acoustic and visual access
to the teacher (to help lip-reading) and is better
able to take down the main points and
instructions.

Encouragement for participation of the student in
activities of the course and tolerance of expressive
mistakes and generally poor oral and written
language.

Exemption from a theoretical or linguistic course,
when this is not in the core curriculum of the
program.

Possible Examination Allowances for
Students with Hearing Impairment

The Special Committee, on the recommendations
of the District Committee and the obvious needs
of the student with hearing impairment might
recommend any of the following:

Explanation of words or phrases included in the
examination questions and instructions (without
giving any hint as for the answer)

Extension of the time-limit of the examination
according to need

Tolerance (no punishment) of poor vocabulary /
written expression / grammar / spelling.

Visual Impairment

Students with diagnosed serious difficulties have obvious
learning difficulties, since the visual modality is involved in a
large proportion of learning, and in teaching.

The Special Committee, on recommendations of the District
Committee and the obvious needs of the student, might give
recommendations that might be in the following lines:

Possible Support for Students with Visual
Impairment

The Special Committee, on the recommendations
of the District Committee and the obvious needs
of the student, might recommend support, which
be along the following lines:

Any support which encourages participation in
activities, contact with other students and raising
of self-esteem.

Sitting arrangement that may help the student
see writings on the white board, there is some
intact vision.

Magnification of texts.

Translation of texts into language used for the
blind (in Cyprus the Braille method is used).
Extensive use of computer ad other technology,
which may give magnified written texts kept
electronically.

Use of appropriate technology, which may give
written texts vocally.

The student might need support in separate room
with the instructor or special teacher for better
understanding of the material. This need is
increased with material which is visual in nature
or partially visual.

Modification of premises as included in the
Regulations (lines on the stairs and corridors,
etc.).

Books on tape for study are permitted.

Possible Examination Allowances

The Special Committee, based on the
recommendations of the District Committee and
the obvious needs of the student, might
recommend allowances in the following lines:
Magnification of examination papers.

» Translation of papers into a language appropriate
for the blind (mainly Braille).

» Allowance for use of computer for answers during
the examination.

= Extension of the time-limit of the examination

Composition of the Committee:

e 4 Faculty member (one from each School) nominated by
the pertinent Dean of School;

e 2 Faculty members and/or STP in the discipline of Special
(Inclusive) Education nominated by the pertinent Dean;
and

e 1 representative from the Office of Student Affairs
nominated by the Director of Student Affairs

The Committee shall serve for a period of three years and will be
chaired by one of the two members from the discipline of Special
Education to be elected by the members of the Committee. All
members will be appointed by the Rector.

B. PROCEDURES AND GUIDELINES FOR STUDENTS WITH
SPECIAL NEEDS

1.

In the case where the student enters the University with an
official diagnosis from the Cyprus Ministry of Education or
Ministry of Health (e.g. for specific learning disability,
dyslexia, hearing or visual impairment, attention deficits
disorder etc.), he or she will be provided with all the rights
and privileges according to the Special Education Public Law.
These may include the following:

General encouragement and support for increased
participation in classroom as well as increased motivation for
completing tasks and assignments.

Assistance in comprehending main points of class discussions
such as the topic materials, procedures, etc.

Assistance in completing written assignments (essays, term
papers, etc.).

Assistance and encouragement in the use of technology
devices.
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Assistance in enhancing the appropriate classroom
environment (i.e. sitting arrangements).

Informing the student regarding his/her options for alternative
methods available in completing examinations and tests. (e.g.
permission for extra time in completing a test/examination /
additional oral explanations of the written test/examination if
required).

In the case where the student is admitted with a diagnosis
from a private agency, the optimum and most effective
processes will be employed to validate and/or re-evaluate the
student’s special needs status. In the absence of a diagnosis
the committee may be able to provide assistance with finding
private psychologies / assessors of special needs and learning
difficulties.  This process may also involve, when ever
possible, the Education Department of the Government
sector. The members of the CSSN will assist and guide the
student for receiving prompt scheduling of the assessment
process. Until the necessary official diagnosis is completed
the student will be provided with the personal assistance of
their instructors as described above.

In the case where the student enters the university without a
diagnosis but expresses concern about his/her learning
difficulties, he/she should approach the chairperson of the
Special Needs Committee for further assistance and guidance.
The student’s situation will be treaded in confidence.

In the case where an instructor identifies a student with
learning difficulties he/she should refer the case in confidence
to the Special Needs Committee chairperson who will then
contact the student and assess the extent of the problem.

The student with special needs is allocated to a member of
the Special Needs Committee who is responsible to follow the
student’s progress and prepares a report at the end of each
semester.
